Filing an appeal

If any Bidder or prospective bidder is aggrieved that any decision, action or omission
of the procuring Entity is in contravention to the provisions of the Act or the Rules or
the Guidelines issued there under, he may file an appeal to First Appellate Authority -
as specified in the Bidding Document within a period of ten days from the date of
such decision of action, omission, as the case may be, clearly ‘giving the specific
ground or.grounds on which he feels aggrieved;

Provided that after the declaration of a Bidder successful the appeal-may be filed only
by a Bidder who has parttcnpated in procurement proceeding;

Provided further that in case a procuring Entity evaluates the Technical Bids before
the opening of the Financial Bids, an appeal related to the matter of Financial Bids
may be filed only by a Bidder whose Technical Bid is found to be acceptable.
The-officer to whom an appeal is filed under Para (1) shall deal with the appeal as
expeditiously as possible and shall Endeavour to dispose it of within thirty days from -
the date of the appeal.

If the officer designated under Para (1) fails to dispose of the appeal filed within the
period specified in Para (2), or if the Bidder or prospective Bidder or the Procuring
Entity is aggrieved by the order.passed by the First Appellate Authority, the Bidder or
prospective bidder or the Procuring Entity, as the case may be, may file a second .
appeal to Second Appellate Authority specified in the Bidding Document in this
behalf within fifteen days from the expiry of the period specified in Para (2) or the
date of receipt of the order passed by the Flrst Appellate Authonty as the case may
be.

1. Correction of arithmetical errors

Provided that a Financial Bid this substantially responsive, the Procuring Entity will
correct arithmetical errors during evaluation of Financial Bids of the followmg basis :

It if there is a dlsuqmmy between the unit price and the total price that is obtained
by multiplying the unit price and quantity, the unit price shall prevail and the total price
shall be-corrected, unless in the ()pmlon of the I’mcurmg Entity there is an obvious
misplacement of the decimal pomt in the unit price, in which case the total price as
quoted shall govern and unit price shall be corrected;

ii. if there is an error in a total corresponding to the addition or subtraction of
subtotals, the subtotals shall prevail and the total shall be corrected ; and o
iii. if there is a discrepancy between words and figures, the amount is words shall -

prevail, unless the amount expressed in words is related to an arithmetic error, in which
case the amount in figures shall prevail subject to (i) and (ii) above.

2. Procuring Entity’s Right to Vary Quantities

specified in the Bidding Document may be increased or decreased by a specified
percentage, but such increase or decrease shall not exceed twenty percent, of the quantity
specified in the Bidding Document.

by placing a repeat order on the rates and conditions of the original order. However, the
additional quantity shall not be more then 25% of the value of Goods of the original
contract and shall be within one month from the date of expiry of last supply.

3. Dividing quantitics among more then one Bidder at the time of award (In
case of procurement of Goods ). .
As a general rule all the quantities of the subject matter of procurement shall be procured
from the-Bidder, whose Bid is accepted. However, when it is considered that the quantity
of the subject matter of procurement to be procured is very large and it may not be in the
capacity of the Bidder, whose Bid is accepted, to deliver the entire quantity or when it is
" considered that the subject matter of procurement to be procured is of critical and vital
nature, in such cases, the quantity may be divided between the Bidder, whose Bid is
accepted and the second lowest Bidder or even more Bidder in that order, in a fair,
transparent and equitable manner at the rates of the Bidder, whose Bid is accepted.
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
