bidding process if, including but not limited to;

Have controlling partners/shareholders in common; or

Receive or have received any direct or indirect subsidy from any of them; or

Have the same legal representative for purpose of the Bid; or

Have the relationship with each other, directly or through common third parties, that puts

them in a position to have access have to information about or influence on the bid of

another Bidder, or influence the decision of the procuring Entity regarding the bidding

process; or

e. The bidder participates in more than one bid in a bidding process. Participation by a Bidder
in more than one Bid will result in the disqualification of all Bids in which the Bidder is
involved. However, this does not limit the inclusion of the same subcontractor, not

(1) Filing an appeal

If any bidder or prospective bidder is aggrieved that any decision, action or omission of the
I’rqcxxrlng Entity is in contravention to the provisions of the act or the rules or the
Guidelines issued there under, he may file an appeal to First Appellate Authority, as
specified in the Bidding Document within a period of ten days from the date of such

decision or action, omission, as the case may be, clearly giving the specific ground or
grounds on which he feels aggrieved:

Providing that after the declaration of a Bidder as successful the appeal may be filled only
by a Bidder who has participated in procurement proceeding:

Providing further that in case a Procuring Entity evaluates the Technical Bids before the
opening of the Financial Bids, an appeal related to the matter of Financial Bids may be
filled only by a Bidder whose Technical Bid is found to be acceptable.

(2) The officer to whom an appeal is filed under Para (1) shall deal with the appeal as
expeditiously as possible and shall endeavor to dispose it of within thirty days from the
date of the appeal.

(3) If the officer designated under Para (1) fails to dispose of the appeal filed within the period
specified in Para (2), or if the Bidder or prospective bidder or the Procuring Entity is
aggrieved by the order passed by the Procuring Entity, as the case may be, may file a
second appeal to Second Appellate Authority specified in the Bidder Document in this
behalf within fifteen days from the expiry of the period specified in Para (2) or of the date
of receipt of the order passed by the First Appellate Authority, as the case may be.

(4) Appeal not to lie in certain cases

No appeal shall lie against any decision of the Procuring Entity relating to the following
matters, namely: -

(a) Determination of need of procurement;

(b) Provisions limiting participation of Bidders in the Bid process;

(c) The decision of whether or not to enter into negotiations;

(d) Cancellation of a procurement process;

(e) Applicability of the provisions of confidentiality.

(5) Form of Appeal

(a) An appeal under Para (1) or (3) above shall be in the annexed Form along with as many
copies as there are respondents in the appeal.

(b) Every appeal shall be accompanied by an order appealed against, if any, affidavit
verifying the facts stated in the appeal and proof of payment of fee.

* (c) Every appeal may be presented to First Appellate Authority or Second Appellate

Authority, as the case may be, in person or through registered post or authorized
representative.

(6) Fee for Filling Appeal
(a) Fee for first appeal shall be two thousand five hundred and for second appeal shall be
rupees ten thousand, which shall be non-refundable.
(b) The fee shall be paid in the form of bank demand draft or banker’s cheque of a
\ Scheduled Bank in India payable in the name of Appellate Authority concerned.
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(7) Procedure for disposal of appeal be upon

(11) If the Procuring Entity does not procure any subject matter of procurement or procures
less than the quantity specified in the Bidding Document due to change in
circumstances, the Bidder shall not be entitled for any claim or compensation except
otherwise provided in the Conditions of Contract.

(iii)  In case of procurement of Goods or services, additional quantity may be procured by
placing a repeat order on the rates and conditions of the original order. However, the
additional quantity shall not be more than 50% of the value of Goods of the original
contract and shall be within one month from the date of expiry of last supply. If the
Supplier fail to do so, the Procurement Entity shall be free to arrange for the balance
supply by limited Bidding or otherwise and the extra cost incurred shall be recovered

from the Supplier.
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
