EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

Background: The Rajasthan Secondary Towns Development Sector Project (RSTDSP), is the
fourth phase of investment projects financed by Asian Development Bank (ADB) and
implemented by the Rajasthan Urban Drinking Water Sewerage and Infrastructure Corporation
Limited-Externally Aided Projects (RUDSICO-EAP), previously known as Rajasthan Urban
Infrastructure Development Project (RUIDP). RSTDSP seeks to improve water supply sewerage
and other infrastructure services in secondary towns of Rajasthan with populations ranging from
20,000-110,000 through a sector loan modality. The project is aligned with the following impact(s):
(i) access to potable, affordable, reliable, equitable, and environmentally sustainable drinking
water supply in all urban areas of Rajasthan improved; and (ii) health status of urban population,
especially the poor and under-privileged improved through improvements in sewerage systems
of sub-project towns (iii) improvements in other infrastructure services of some towns. Under
RSTDSP, work is in progress in 14 project towns. RSTDSP will support the ongoing efforts of the
Government of Rajasthan towards improving the sewerage conditions of 13 towns through
undertaking Faecal Sludge and Septage Management (FSSM) works. The Government of
Rajasthan has decided to take up implementation of Water Supply, Sewerage, Drainage, Faecal
Sludge and Septage Management (FSSM) and other city improvement works including city
beautification works in about 23 towns under the additional financing of $200 million from Asian
Development Bank (ADB). Department of Economic Affairs (DEA), Government of India has
agreed for additional financing of these new projects.

Implementation of
subproject will improve the tourism scenario of town and will provide a new recreational avenue
to local public and a new tourist spot. This will improve livability in Bharatpur town. The objective
of this subproject is to improve economic development by providing infrastructure and service in
city beautification. The improvement of quality of life and thereby effective contribution of
beneficiary people in the economic activity is expected. The objective of the subproject includes:
(i) conservation and restoration of existing cultural and natural heritage resources, (ii) bringing the
rich heritage of the city on the tourist map of Bharatpur, (iii) creating awareness amongst locals
towards their heritage of the city, (iv) providing better infrastructure for tourism in the city.

Subproject Description: Bharatpur is one of the towns selected under additional financing
of RSTDSP and key components are: (i) conservation and redevelopment of town hall and
facade development in Government Special Primary Montessori school, adjacent building of town
hall; (i) minor repair and fagade lighting and illumination of 10 city gates; (iii) facade lighting and
illumination of Laxman Temple, Ganga Temple and Jama Mosque; (iv) conservation and
redevelopment of Saligram Kund and campus; (v) conservation and redevelopment of Bijendra
Bihari Kund and campus; and (vi) revitalization of Nehru park.

Scope of Land Acquisition and Resettlement: No involuntary acquisition of private land is
anticipated for this project. Bijendra Bihari kund, Town Hall and Nehru Park are under the
possession of Nagar Nigam (municipal corporation), Bharatpur. No objection of Nagar Nigam,
Bharatpur for proposed conservation and redevelopment of Brijendra Bihari Kund, Nehru Park
and Town Hall has been obtained. Facgade lighting and illumination are also proposed in Jama
Mosque, for which Mosque committee meeting was held on 31 June 2022 and it was mutually
decided by the committee members for the development of said work. No objection has been
obtained from Jama Mosque Committee Members. City gates are under the possession of
Department of Archaeology and Museum, Government of Rajasthan. Nagar Nigam, Bharatpur



has requested Department of Archaeology and Museum, Rajasthan for providing no objection for
proposed minor repair and fagcade lighting and illumination works of ten city gates. No-objection
from Department of Archaeology and Museums, Government of Rajasthan for proposed repair
and fagade lighting and illumination works of city gates will be obtained before contract award and
the same will be appended in updated resettlement plan. Saligram Kund is on the grounds of
Saligram Temple. The Maharaja of Bharatpur built the temple 200-250 years ago to
commemorate the birth of his son. The temple's first head priest was Mahant Shri Saligram
Maharaj Ji, in whose name the Kund and temple were named. Presently, the temple is in a
dilapidated condition and no devotees come to pray at the temple and there is no trust; Shri
Saligram Maharajés family |Iives there. Nagar Nigar
family members and they have provided no-objection for the proposed works. Laxman Temple
and Ganga Temple are under the possession of temple trust. Nagar Nigam, Bharatpur confirmed
that verbal discussion with temple trusts have already been undertaken and no-objection of
temple trusts will be obtained for proposed lighting and illumination works of Laxman and Ganga
Temples before contract award and same will be appended in the updated resettlement plan.

Involuntary Resettlement Impact: The involuntary resettlement impacts assessed through
subproject census survey based on detailed design and include loss of non-land assets and loss
of livelihoods. Implementation of the subproject will impact 20 families comprising 158 family
members. Three families (03) (blacksmith) with 27 family members are living in tents adjacent to
the proposed parking site near Saligram Kund. The blacksmith families are engaged in making
tools and selling the items; these three families will face physical (relocation impact) and economic
displacement! (due to permanent loss of structures). Five (05) families (37 family members) will
face significant impact due to permanent economic displacement. All the significantly affected
families (08) reside and undertake their business activities from temporary structures that are
made of materials, such as unburnt bricks, bamboos, mud, wood, plastic, thatched and kiosks.
The affected households are non-titleholders i.e., encroachers and squatters. All the eight families
(08), heads of households (HOH) are males, with 64 family members (male 35 and female 29)
are non-title holders and are significantly impacted; hence, all eight families are considered under
vulnerable category.?

In addition to the above, temporary livelihood impact is assessed for 12 mobile kiosks owners
(male 10 and female 02) and vendors (94 members) selling vegetables, pottery and scrap items,
at Saligram Kund area will be shifted to two adjacent locations (that are at a distance of 44 m and
100 m from their existing place of business and the locations are under ownership of Nagar Nigam
Bharatpur) prior to contract award. During transect walk and visual screening undertaken by
Design Consultants, Safeguard Consultant, Heritage Consultant, PMU and Bharatpur Nagar
Nigam Officials, it was noticed that space is available in nearby areas where they can continue
their trades. Although all the mobile kiosk owners and vendors will face temporary income loss
for time being; it is assessed that along with income loss, shifting to new location, set-up their
make-shift structures and re-establishing their businesses may take up to three mont hs.6 t i me

Hence, compensation for income loss equivalent to 3 mo n t i sofsidered along with shifting
allowance.

A census survey was carried out for the subproject to identify the affected persons who would be
displaced due to subproject implementation and to make an inventory of their assets that would
be lost, which would be the basis of calculation of compensation. The census survey was carried
out on 18th and 19th January 2023. The start date of subproject census survey is the cut-off date
(18 January 2023) for non-titleholders eligible for compensation and assistance under the
subproject. Cut-off date was announced and displayed on 18 January 2023. in the project
impacted areas, which contains list of affected persons, eligibility of compensation as per losses.
All the affected households losing structures as well as livelihood will be compensated as per the
agreed entitlement matrix.

Based on data from the socio-economic survey, out of 12 mobile kiosks owners and vendors (94
members), 41% (05) of the affected persons (41 members) belong to vulnerable category. Out of
05 vulnerable families (with 41 family members), 04 are the below poverty line (BPL) families
while one family is headed by person with disability (PWD); multiple vulnerability is also reported.

During screening and due diligence at the proposed sites of town hall, it was observed that one
person is living with his family (04 members) in a temporary shed, working as a caretaker for take
care of all the assets of Nagar Nigam, Bharatpur that are kept in the Town Hall. The head of the
family is a caretaker and permanent staff of Nagar Nigam, Bharatpur. Nagar Nigam officials
confirmed that he is an employee of Nagar Nigam and house rent allowance (HRA) as part of
his monthly salary is being paid by Nagar Nigam. Nagar Nigam officials confirmed that he will be
facilitated to shift to other location, in line with Nagar Nigam norms for employees, prior to contract
award. Nagar Nigam through RSTDSP will facilitate the relocation process.

Consultation and Disclosure: Goals and objectives of the project have been disclosed to
stakeholders (including beneficiaries, affected persons, elected representatives and institutional
stakeholders) through consultation meetings during preparation of preliminary project report and
preparation of draft resettlement plan (RP). These included site-specific meetings with
surrounding communities and affected persons, focus group discussions and a town-level multi-
stakeholder meeting. A total of 166 persons (137 males, 29 females) were consulted. Additional
consultations will be conducted and will be continued throughout the subproject implementation.
Leaflet containing project scope, types of impacts and entitlement, grievance redress mechanism
was circulated to stakeholders as well as potential affected persons. A summary of resettlement
framework and resettlement plan in local language will be disclosed to representatives of all key
stakeholders through a city level stakeholder workshop. A hard copy of the summaries (both draft
and the final) will also be made available at government offices and complete documents will be
uploaded at project management unit (PMU) and ADB websites.

Grievance Redress Mechanism: GRM will be established for the entire project including this
subproject. The GRM will aim to provide a time-bound and transparent mechanism to voice and
resolve social and environmental concerns linked to the project.

Resettlement Budget and Financing Plan: The resettlement budget for conservation and
development of heritage sites of Bharatpur town subproject components includes compensation
for loss of structures, permanent income loss, temporary loss of income, resettlement
assistances, as outlined in the entitlement matrix and 20% contingency provision, in total
amounting to 4,146,480 (Rupees 4.146 million). PIU will issue sanction order to release
payment to affected persons and transfer funds electronically. Community awareness and public



participation consultants (CAPPC) will be involved in facilitating the disbursement process and
opening bank accounts for the affected persons who do not have bank accounts.

Institutional Setup: The Local Self Government Department (LSGD), Government of Rajasthan
(GOR) will be the executing agency (EA) of the project and LSGD will be responsible for overall
strategic approvals, guidance, and monitoring of the project. Rajasthan Urban Drinking Water
Sewerage and Infrastructure Corporation Limited (RUDSICO) will be implementing Agency (IA)
for the project.

2. Bharatpur is the administrative headquarters of Bharatpur District and the headquarters
of Bharatpur Division of Rajasthan State. Bharatpur is part of the National Capital Region (NCR)
of India. The city was the capital of the erstwhile, Bharatpur State. It became a municipal
corporation with 65 wards in 2014. As per Census 2011, the population of Bharatpur is 252,342;
of which male and female are 133,780 and 118,562, respectively. Bharatpur saw a positive growth
of population. There are good educational facilities in Bharatpur district, which serve both towns
people and inhabitants of surrounding villages and towns in the hinterland. Bharatpur is the main
touri st pl ace of Raj ast han. The historical
Keoladeo National Park, Kamra Khas Palace, Deeg Fort and Purana Mahal are heritage and
architectural wonders that attracts foreign tourists. Bharatpur District is famous for Keoladeo
National Park, a major wintering area for migratory birds. Established as a duck-hunting reserve
by the Maharajas of Bharatpur, it was known as the best duck shooting resort in the British Empire.
The site was declared a bird sanctuary in 1956 and later upgraded to a National Park. UNESCO
has listed it as a world heritage site. In addition to that some of the places, which have high
heritage value and significance are: Town Hall, Ganga Temple, Laxman Temple, Saligram Kund,
Bijendra Bihari Kund, and Jama Mosque.

3. Tourist inflow in Bharatpur is considerable as the city records one of the highest footfalls
in the State of Rajasthan with most of the tourists traveling from Agra to Jaipur visiting Bharatpur.
The city may also qualify to be listed among the places in India with the highest tourist footfalls, if
it not for its lack of infrastructure, due to which the city is not able to continue to attract tourists.
The analysis of tourists travelling from Agra to Jaipur but skipping Bharatpur (refer table below)
makes a case for investment in the development and conservation of heritage sites in Bharatpur,
which offer a great potential to attract such tourists.

The objectives of the
subproject include: (i) conservation and restoration of existing cultural and natural heritage
resources, (ii) bringing the rich heritage of the city on the tourist map of Bharatpur, (iii) creating
awareness amongst local people towards the heritage of their city, and (iv) providing better
infrastructure for tourism in the city.

B. Existing Condition of Proposed Sites

5. Town Hall: Presently, the Town Hall building is in an abandoned condition with some
parts that are used as a government office at ground floor, while other parts are filled with dust
and debris. The open space surrounding the building of Town Hall is occupied by one family;
head of the family is a permanent employee of Nagar Nigam, Bharatpur. He is working as
caretaker of the Town Hall. Nagar Nigam allowed him to stay at the Town Hall premises for taking
care of all the assets (of Nagar Nigam) that are keep in the Town Hall. The opening panels of
the Town Hall are broken and some parts were replaced with the inappropriate materials. The
lime plaster on the walls and roof has crumbled. Original layers of wall finishing have been masked
by the inappropriate material and multiple layers of paint. The repairs were made using improper
materials and in an inappropriate manner. Graffiti and posters on the walls have defaced the
historic fabric, and the arches have been infilled.

6. Minor Repairing and Facgade Lighting of City Gates: Lohagarh Fort or Iron Fort, is one
of the strongest structures in Rajasthan. Its unassailable defense quality that gave it a powerful
name when it was built in the early 18th century by Jat ruler Maharaja Suraj Mal. There are two
lofty gates viz. Ashatadhatu in the north and Choubhurja in the south. The fort is austere and
imposing, and its air of unperturbed strength is what attracts hundreds of tourists to its grounds
yearly.

7. Facade lighting and lllumination of Laxman Temple, Ganga Temple, and Jama
Mosque. Lakshmana Temple is located in Bharatpur district, dedicated to Dasaratha's son
Lakshmana and his wife Urmila. Rama, Bharat, Shatrughna as well as Hanuman ji are enshrined
in the Lakshman temple in small idols. All these idols are made of Astadhatu (eight metals). The
variety of sculptural work and architecture of the temple is unique.

8. The temple is made of sandstone of Badami (brown) color from Bansi Phadpur. The
temple is located on the high plinth. The front fagade is adorned with variety of architectural
features. The entrance has gokha on both sides adjoined with tibari structure. It has Jharokha
windows on both the sides of the entrance. The built structure of entrance has stone chajjas
supported by ornamental brackets. The steps inside multifoil arched entrance leads to the
templ ebébs Jagmohan Mandapa. Most of the arch
with patterns of ornaments and flowers.

9. These temples do have distinctive architectural details in the form of stone carvings,
traditional architectural stone elements like dome, arch, column, bracket, chajja shikhar, baradari,
varandahs. These features lack lighting and illumination works which can be improved through
proper fagade lighting.

10. Ganga Mata Temple: This is a grand temple dedicated to Goddess Ganga, right in front
of the historic Lohagarh Fort in Bharatpur. In this temple, the idol of Goddess Ganga is shown
sitting on the back of a crocodile. A large number of devotees visit this temple every year on
religious festivals like Ganga Saptami and Ganga Dussehra. On this occasion, the temple
decoration is also done in a traditional way.

11. The temple has two entrance gates, while Lord Krishna stands holding the mountain of
Giri Raj on one side; there are statues of Laxmi Narayan ji and Shiva Parvati on the other gate.
The temple is remarkable for its beautiful architecture. Ganga Maharani Temple features a unique
mix of South Indian, Mughal and Rajputana form of architecture. The walls and pillars of the
temple are decorated with beautiful carvings.

12. These temples have distinctive architectural details in form of stone carvings, traditional
architectural stone elements like dome, arch, column, bracket, chajja shikhar, baradari,
varandahs. These features lack lighting and illumination works which can be improved through
proper fagade lighting.

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13. Jama Mosque: The Friday Mosque is located south of the fort, across from the city post
office. Jama Mosque serves as a prayer ground and religious meeting place of Muslims. It lies on
the proposed heritage route, so it becomes significant to have proper facade lighting that focuses
on its architectural features and glorifies its existing beauty. These features lack lighting and
illumination works which can be improved through proper fagade lighting.

14. Saligram Kund: This Kund is on the grounds of Saligram Temple. The Maharaja of
Bharatpur built the temple 200-250 years ago to commemorate the birth of his son. The total area
of Kund is 9355 sqg.meter. The pond area is1824 sg. meter. The Kunds are an important part of
the natural and cultural heritage of Bharatpur. They are not only heritage assets but also represent
the ancient knowledge of storm water management.

15. Piers or the retaining walls of Kund have lost the masonry over time due to lack of
maintenance. The vegetation is overgrown in parts of the Kund, making some areas inaccessible.
The deteriorating condition of Kund has led people visiting the nearby temple to dump garbage
here, making it more unhygienic.

16. Brijendra Bihari Kund: Brijendra Bihari temple was founded in 1918 by Maharaja Kishan
Ji to commemorate the birth of his son "Maharaj Brijendra Singh Ji." The total area of Kund is
8444 sq. meter. There are no toilet facilities in the campus of the Kund. Both information and
direction signage are lacking in the area. It does not have any demarcation or information panels
which is needed to be installed. The interventions of shops/warehouse/workshops inside the
heritage structure has decharacterised the space. There is no seating area in the entire zone



where tourists/locals can take a break. The Kund is currently in critical condition. The boundary
and steps have been broken and must be rebuilt. The Kund is surrounded by residential
neighbourhoods. Algae formation with a foul odour occurs as a result of sewage inflow from
nearby houses and long-term water logging inside the Kund.

17. Nehru Park: It is a developed park near the town hall located in the fort. It has a statue of
Pandit Jawaharlal Nehru, Il ndi ads f i ratghe ceRter of theparldat thé enttarce. The
total area of the Park is 7173 sg.m. The existing pathway is inadequate. Benches are there in the
garden but no other seating arrangement is observed. Parts of the boundary wall of the park are
completely destroyed.

C. Subproject Components

18.  As a part of the city development and beautification scheme, on the basis of stakeholder
consultations and field studies, the following are the proposed works: (i) conservation and
redevelopment of Town Hall campus i it is proposed to conserve and develop town hall
complex as a center for heritage and cultural promotion with adaptive reuse of the building for
cultural exhibitions and redeveloping the rangmanch (stage) for performing arts. Site development



of the premises is also proposed with landscaping and installation of street furniture as well as
developing tourist amenities; facade development including provision of drinking water and
refurbishment works of existing toilets in Government Special Primary Montessori school,
adjacent building of town hall; (ii) minor repairs and fagade lighting and illumination of 10 city
gates; (iii) facade lighting and illumination of Laxman Temple, Ganga Temple and Jama
Mosque - facade lighting of historic temples and mosque is proposed to highlight the architectural
heritage and aesthetics. These structures are part of the proposed heritage walk within the old
city; (iv) conservation and redevelopment of Saligram Kund and campus i the proposed
work will include conservation of the traditional Kund (waterbody) to revive its original shape and
form along with site development like construction of walkway around the Kund, landscape
development of site, installation of street furniture, illumination and lighting works; (V)
conservation and redevelopment of Bijendra Bihari Kund and campus - the proposed work
will include conservation of the traditional Kund (waterbody) to revive its original shape and form
along with site development like construction of walkway around the Kund, landscape
development of site, installation of street furniture, illumination and lighting works; and (vi)
revitalization of Nehru Park i redevelopment of park with major activities like restoration of old
clock, construction of walkways, development of new plantation. Scope of works for the subproject
is presented in the Table 2 below.

19. Measures to Avoid and Minimize Involuntary Resettlement: To avoid and minimize
involuntary resettlement impacts, all the works are proposed within the existing campus/premises
of the kunds, temples, gates etc. During implementation of the subproject, efforts will be made
that the telephone lines, electric poles and wires, water and sewer lines are not affected.
Measures to be taken up by contractor to avoid/mitigate economic impacts include: (@)
announcement of proposed civil works in advance (to enable shop owners to stock up and remain
unaffected if goods vehicles are unable to reach them during construction); (b) careful timing of
implementation to avoid peak sale hours/days or school timings; (c) minimizing construction
period to the extent possible; (d) assistance to mobile vendors operating through carts and kiosks,
if any, present during construction, to shift to nearby location for continued economic activity; (e)
signage with project details and contact details for grievance redress. These measures will be
part of the contract and will be implemented with careful monitoring by the concerned PIU.

20. During the construction phase, impacts mainly arise from the need to dispose moderate
guantities of waste soil; and from the disturbance of residents, businesses, and traffic. Measures
such as conducting work in lean season and minimizing inconvenience by best construction
methods will be employed. Prior to commencement of civil works, the contractor will be required
to (i) Develop an erosion control and re-vegetation plan to minimize soil loss and reduce
sedimentation to protect water quality of the kunds.(ii) Identify and avoid areas with unstable
slopes and local factors that can cause slope instability (groundwater conditions, precipitation,
seismic activity, slope angles, and geologic structure).(iii) Construction within the kunds will be
taken up during minimum water level to reduce chances of contamination of lake water and safe
construction.

21. In addition to the above-mentioned measures, frequent consultations with State
Department of Archaeology, temple and Mosque trusts will be conducted to obtain their
suggestions for better development of sites.

22. The contractor will need to adopt the following mitigation measures (i) plan transportation
routes so that heavy vehicles do not use narrow local roads, except in the immediate vicinity of
delivery sites; (ii) schedule transport and hauling activities during non-peak hours; (iii) locate entry
and exit points in areas where there is low potential for traffic congestion; (iv) keep the site free
from all unnecessary obstructions; (v) prior to commencement of site activities and mobilization
on ground, the Contractor will prepare and get approved by the PIU, circulation plan during
construction for safe passage of tourists during construction stage, including development of
alternative access routes, traffic regulations, signage, etc. during construction; and (vi) provide
free access to households and businesses/shops along the rights of ways (ROWSs) during the
construction phase.

D. Objectives of Resettlement Plan

23. This draft resettlement plan (RP) prepared for the proposed conservation and
development of heritage sites of Bharatpur town subproject under RSTDSP is based on 100%
socio economic survey of potentially affected persons. It addresses the potential involuntary
resettlement impacts of the proposed subproject components based on detailed project report
and is consistent with the agreed resettlement framework for RSTDSP, prepared in accordance
with national laws and as per ADB SPS (2009).3

3 The resettlement framework prepared under the ongoing Rajasthan Secondary Towns Development Sector Project
(RSTDSP) will be applicable for the subprojects under the additional financing.
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24. This draft resettlement plan is prepared in accordance with ADB SPS, 2009 requirements
for involuntary resettlement category B projects and to meet the following objectives:

0] to describe the identified scope and extent of land acquisition and involuntary
resettlement impacts because of identified project components, and address them
through appropriate recommendations and mitigation measures in the
resettlement plan;

(i) to present the socio-economic profile of the population in the project area, identify
social impacts, including impacts on the poor and vulnerable, and the needs and
priorities of different sections of the population, including women, poor and
vulnerable;

(iii) to describe the likely economic impacts and identified livelihood risks of the
proposed project components;

(iv) to describe the process undertaken during project design to engage stakeholders
and the planned information disclosure measures and the process for carrying out
consultation with affected people and facilitating their participation during project
implementation;

(v) to establish a framework for grievance redressal for affected persons that is
appropriate to the local context, in consultation with stakeholders;

(vi) to describe the applicable national and local legal framework for the project, and
define the involuntary resettlement policy principles applicable to the project;

(vii)  to define entitlements of affected persons, and assistance and benefits available
under the project;

(vii) to present a budget for resettlement and define institutional arrangements,
implementation responsibilities and implementation schedule for resettlement
implementation; and

(ix) to describe the monitoring mechanism that will be used to monitor resettlement
plan implementation.

I. SCOPE OF LAND ACQUISITION AND INVOLUNTARY RESETTLEMENT
A. Land Acquisition and Involuntary Resettlement

25. Land acquisition is not envisaged for construction of any of the proposed subproject
components. Summary table on the land availability, ownership status, dimensions and
photographs are attached as Appendix 1. Bijendra Bihari kund, Town Hall and Nehru Park are
under the possession of Nagar Nigam, Bharatpur. No objection received from Nagar Nigam,
Bharatpur for proposed conservation and redevelopment work of Brijendra Bihari Kund, Nehru
Park and Town Hall is attached in Appendix 2. Facade lighting and illumination are also proposed
in Jama Mosque, for which a Mosque committee meeting was held on 31 June 2022; the mosque
committee members unanimously decided for the development of said work. No objection has
been obtained from Jama Mosque Committee Members, which is attached in Appendix 3. City
gates are under the possession of Department of Archaeology and Museum, Government of
Rajasthan. Nagar Nigam, Bharatpur has requested Department of Archaeology and Museum,
Government of Rajasthan for providing no objection for proposed repairs, facade lighting and
illumination works of the city gates. Letter of Nagar Nigam to Department of Archaeology and
Museum, Government of Rajasthan is attached in Appendix 4. Saligram Kund is on the grounds
of Saligram Temple. The Maharaja of Bharatpur built the temple 200-250 years ago to
commemorate the birth of his son. The temple's first head priest was Mahant Shri Saligram
Maharaj Ji, in whose name the Kund and temple were named after. Presently, the temple is in a
dilapidated condition and no devotees come to pray at the temple; there is no trust and only the
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Shri Sal i gr amily |Mes there. l[dajgad Nigam, Bharatpur consulted with Shri Saligram
Ma har aj 6memliess,nand tlyey have provided no-objection for the proposed works. No-
objection of Shri Saligram Maharaj family memberséfor proposed renovation of Saligram Kund is
attached in Appendix 5. Laxman Temple and Ganga Temple are under the possession of temple
trusts. Nagar Nigam, Bharatpur confirmed that discussions with temple trust members have been
conducted and no objection of the temple trusts will be formally obtained for proposed lighting
works of Laxman and Ganga Temples. Letter of confirmation of Nagar Nigam is attached in
Appendix 2. Land records of Saligram Kund and Brijendra Bihari Kund are attached in Appendix
6 and Appendix 7. No-objection certificate (NOC) of temple trust for proposed lighting and facade
works of Laxman and Ganga Temple, and no-objection from Department of Archaeology and
Museums, Government of Rajasthan for proposed repairs, facade lighting and illumination of city
gates will be obtained prior to contract award and appended to the updated resettlement plan.
Google earth maps of proposed sites are attached in Appendix 8 to Appendix 15.

26. Facade development including provision of drinking water and refurbishment works
of existing toilets are also proposed in Government Special Primary Montessori school, which
is housed in a building adjacent to the Town Hall. The school is housed in an old heritage building.
During interaction with the school principal, teachers and students (girls and boys), it was
informed that the school toilets are in a state of disrepair and unusable, posing great difficulties
for girl children in particular, and the drinking water facilities are inadequate and need to be
improved. PMU, RSTDSP assured that sanitation and drinking water facilities will be improved in
the school premises and that provision of drinking water and refurbishment works of existing
toilets will be carried out under provisional head of the contract. Confirmation of PIU for the same
has been obtained, attached in Appendix 16.

27. The involuntary resettlement impacts assessed through subproject census survey based
on detailed design and includes loss of non-land assets and loss of livelihoods. Implementation
of subproject will impact 20 families comprising 158 family members. Three families (03)
(blacksmith) with 27 family members are living in tents adjacent to the proposed parking site near
Saligram Kund. The blacksmith families are engaged in making tools and selling the items; these
three families will face physical (relocation impact) and economic displacement (due to permanent
loss of structures). Five (05) families (37 family members) will face significant impact due to
permanent economic displacement. All the significantly affected families (08) either reside and/or
undertake their business activities from temporary structures that are made of materials, such as
unburnt bricks, bamboos, mud, wood plastic, thatched and kiosks. The three blacksmith families
(physical and economic displacement) and one teal stall owner (economic displacement) is
assessed to incur structure loss. The rest four economically displaced business owners will not
incur any structure loss as they run their business from kiosks, which can be removed and shifted
without dismantling. The affected households are non-titleholders i.e., encroachers and squatters.
All the eight families (08) are non-title holders and are significantly impacted; hence, all eight
families are considered under vulnerable category.*

4 Vulnerable households comprise below poverty line households, female-headed households, households with out of
school/ working children, disabled person headed household, elderly headed household, landless household,
household with no legal title/tenure security, and schedule castes and scheduled tribe households.
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28. In addition to the above, temporary livelihood impacts are assessed for 12 mobile kiosk
owners and vendors (94 members) selling vegetables, pottery and scrap items, at Saligram Kund
area. Conservation and redevelopment work will be undertaken at Saligram Kund and its
surrounding area; as a part of the redevelopment work scope the area will be fenced or walled
up. The kiosk owners and vendors will face temporary income loss for time being as they have
to shift out from the area; efforts will be made to shift the affected kiosk owners and vendors to
nearby areas prior to contract award. During transect walk and visual screening, undertaken by
design consultants, safeguards consultant, heritage consultant from project management unit
(PMU), and staff from urban local body (ULB), two adjacent locations were identified, where the
kiosk owners and vendors can shift and continue their trades. The first location is adjoining to
Saligram Kund area and about 44 meters from the existing location of the kiosks and vendors;
while the other location, where the kiosks and vendors can shift, is about 100 meters from the
existing location (Figure 12). Both the locations are vacant and not under any use and are under
the ownership of Bharatpur Nagar Nigam. Both the new locations identified, are adjacent to the
same main road where the kiosk owners and vendors undertake their business; hence impact to
their business activities is not assessed, there will be temporary livelihood disruption. Although all
the mobile kiosk owners and vendors will face temporary income loss for time being, it is assessed

that shifting to new location andre-e st abl i shing their businesses may
ti me. Hence, compensation for i nc o mpacticaused isequi v al
considered along (most of the vendors and kiosk owners run their business from make-shift

structures; the compensation amount considered as

cost of setting up of the make-shift structures at new location) with shifting allowance. Socio-
economic profile of affected households is attached in Appendix 17, 18 and Appendix 19.

29. Census and socio-economic survey was carried out to identify the total number of
affected persons who would be displaced due to subproject implementation and to make an
inventory of their assets that would be lost due to the subproject work, which would be the basis
of calculation of compensation. The census survey was carried out in between 18th and 19th
January 2023. Cut-off date was announced and displayed on 18 January 2023. in the project
impacted areas, which contains list of affected persons, eligibility of compensation as per losses.
(Appendix 20)

30. All the affected households losing structures as well as livelihood will be compensated as
per the agreed entitlement matrix. Based on data from the socio-economic survey, out of 12
affected mobile kiosk owners and vendors (94 members), 41% (05 families with 41 members)
belong to vulnerable category. Out of 05 vulnerable families, 04 families are in below poverty line
(BPL) category and one family is headed by person with disability (PWD). The affected persons
will be compensated and helped to vacate the Saligram Kund area before the contract award.

Commercial activities at proposed site-Saligram Kund

31. During screening and due diligence at the proposed site of Town Hall, it was observed
that one person is living with his family (5 members) in a temporary shed, working as a caretaker,
(figure 14) for taking care of all the assets of Nagar Nigam, Bharatpur that are kept at the Town
Hall and also to look after the adjacent Nehru Park. The head of the family is a caretaker and
permanent staff of Nagar Nigam, Bharatpur. Nigam officials confirmed that he is an employee of
Nagar Nigam and house rent allowance (HRA) as part of his monthly salary is being paid by
Nagar Nigam. Nagar Nigam officials confirmed that he will shift to other location prior to contract
award and Nagar Nigam through RSTDSP will facilitate for his relocation. The Nagar Nigam staff
(caretaker at Town Hall and permanent employee) facing relocation impact will be provided
relocation assistance as per Nagar Nigam norms for employees and facilitated by Nagar Nigam
to shift to alternate accommodation. The process will be accomplished prior to handover of the
Town Hall site to the contractor and reported in the semi-annual social monitoring reports in year
1 of loan effectiveness.

M. SOCIO-ECONOMIC INFORMATION AND PROFILE

33. The following section presents socio-economic profile of the households likely to be
affected by the proposed works. Affected households are classified into households facing
permanent impacts and those anticipated to face temporary impacts. Socio-economic profiles of
affected households are discussed below.

A. Permanently Affected Households

34. All eight families (all male-headed households) are assessed to face permanent loss of
livelihood, of which three families are facing loss of their residential structures and relocation. The

40. Vulnerability: All the affected families (08) are non-title holders and will suffer significant
impacts, hence, all of them are considered under vulnerable category. Other vulnerability of four
families (out of eight) are as follows: two (02) families are below poverty line (BPL); one (01)
family is headed by person with disability (PWD) and one family has multiple vulnerability - the
family belongs to schedule caste and BPL category; these vulnerabilities are apart from being
their non-title holder status.

B. Temporarily Affected Households

41. Findings presented here are based on information collected from 12 temporarily affected
persons (10 males, 02 females) identified during income loss survey. The survey provides
information on socio-economic conditions of affected households. A wide range of data including
social category, occupation profile, income and vulnerability was collected. It is assessed that 12
kiosks owners and vendors will face temporary income loss for conservation and development
work at the Saligram Kund area. The kiosk owners and vendors will face temporary income loss,
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for time being, as they have to shift out from the area; efforts will be made to shift the affected
kiosk owners and vendors to nearby areas.

42. Demographic Profile. Twelve kiosk owners and vendors with 94 family members (48
male and 46 female) will be impacted temporarily as they have to shift out from the existing place
of business to an adjacent location. The average family size is 8. Out of 12 kiosk owners and
vendors, 02 are female (17%) and 10 are men (83%).

43. Occupation Profile: Out of the twelve temporarily affected persons, 09 are vegetable
vendors (female 02 and male 07), one sells pottery, one is a grocer and one scrap dealer (these
three business owners are male). Refer to Table 13.

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V. CONSULTATION PARTICIPATION AND DISCLOSURE
A. Public Consultation

48. This draft resettlement plan was prepared in consultation with stakeholders. The key
stakeholders consulted during resettlement plan preparation include (i) affected persons,
including vulnerable households; (ii) project beneficiaries (iii) elected representatives, community
leaders, and (iv) local government and relevant government agency representatives; and (v)
project staff, PMU, PIU, and consultants. Meetings and individual interviews were held involving
stakeholders particularly, potentially temporarily affected persons; and transect walks, survey and
interviews were conducted to determine the potential impacts of the subproject. During meeting
the stakeholders were briefed about the technical details of project and project implementation
cycle; project benefits as well as adverse impacts envisaged during construction; environmental
and social safeguards, gender inclusion, community participation aspects built into the project etc.
The issues like, extent of the project and development components, benefits of project, traffic
disruptions and impacts on livelihood were discussed in details with the stakeholders. The
potentially affected persons were informed that compensation will be provided as per the losses
and appropriate measures will be undertaken for minimize the impacts. It was also informed that,
if despite mitigation measures, there were any impacts on structures and livelihood; those would
be compensated in accordance with the agreed entitlement matrix. A total of 166 persons (137
males, 29 females) were consulted. Additional consultations will be conducted during further
project preparation and will be continued throughout the project implementation. This will include
focus group discussions (FGDs) and town level stakeholder consultation meetings before project
implementation. The public expressed their concern regarding the unavailability of basic facilities
(drinking water, toilets, dustbins, benches) etc. near Kund site and indicated that proper lighting
facility is not available at the temple and mosque sites as well as all the gates. Due to lack of
proper lighting, people have a lot of problem in night hours and the risk of accidents is ever
present. All participants appreciated the step taken by Nagar Nigam for development and lighting
and facade works of temple, gates and Kund. Details of consultation are attached in Appendix
22 and minutes of city level committee meeting are attached in Appendix 23.

B. Information Disclosure

Resettlement plan/ information, education and
communication (IEC) materials will be translated in Hindi and will be disclosed/discussed with
affected persons (APs) and beneficiaries, including those who are unable to read, in Hindi and/or
their local dialect. Consultation and disclosure of entittements and compensation to affected
persons will be further reiterated during DMS and survey at final design stage.

C. Continued Consultation and Participation

51. Consultation and disclosure is a continuous process since from the beginning of the
project. Information dissemination is being carried out throughout project circle. The PMU, with

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the support of CAPPC, will design and conduct a public awareness campaign which shall target
all citizens during project implementation. A consultation and participation consultant will be
mobilized for preparation and implementation of community awareness activities.

V. GRIEVANCE REDRESS MECHANISM

52. A project-specific, three-tier grievance redress mechanism (GRM) covers both
environment and social issues. The GRM will be established to receive, evaluate, and facilitate
the resolution of anb fcanplainsdandgeiavances abdut tle social amd
environmental performance at project level. The GRM will aim to provide a time-bound and
transparent mechanism to voice and resolve social and environmental concerns related to the
project. Assessment of the GRM designed and implemented for Rajasthan Urban Sector
Development Program (RUSDP)!! shows that the system was effective in timely resolution of
grievances in a transparent manner.'?> The multichannel, project-specific, three-tier GRM is
functional at RUSDP, hence the design of GRM for RSTDSP takes into account the proposed
institutional structure for RSTDSP and the positive features and learnings from the previous
GRM.B

53. Common GRM. A common GRM will be in place for social, environmental, or any other
grievances related to the project. The implementation of the resettlement plan will follow the GRM
described below. The GRM will provide an accessible and trusted platform for receiving and

facilitating resolution ofdtathdpeoedt.ed per sonsod6 grie

54, Public awareness campaigns within the entire municipal area will ensure that awareness
on grievance redress procedures is generated. The nodal officer- safeguards and gender
supported by ASO at zonal level, will oversee the conduct of subproject coverage area-based
awareness campaigns by the town-level safeguards and safety officers, through the CAPPC. The
awareness campaigns will ensure that poor and vulnerable households are made aware of
grievance redress procedures and entitlements. Contractors will provide pamphlets to
communities prior to start of works and billboards during construction. The pamphlets and
billboards will include relevant environmental and social safeguards, GRM information, and
contact details of key personnel from PIU and contractors.

11 The procedures followed for grievance redress during implementation of RUSDP Phase Ill included the project GRM
and the pilot GRM software application (Smart Check) in Pali, the Sampark portal of Government of Rajasthan, and
the Chief Ministerds helpline. Compl aints received
damage to existing water supply pipelines and disruption of water supply during construction, delays in road
restoration, and pending new connections. Complaints related to damage to private property (compound walls/steps,
etc.) were less in number. The grievances were mostly possible to resolve in coordination with the contractors.
Complaints received were immediately referred by the CAPC/PMDSC supervision staff to the PIU Nodal officer
(safeguards) and concerned engineer at PIU, who advised them on further action. Follow up with the contractor on
complaint resolution was undertaken by PIU Nodal officer CAPC and PMDSC and final feedback sought from
complainant upon resolution. Complaints requiring inter-departmental coordination were referred to the PMU for
resolution, and feedback provided to complainant. The PMU kept regular track of grievances through WhatsApp and
email alerts, ensuring registration and follow-up until resolution.

grievance within 15 days of receipt of grievance with necessary coordination of
Zonal PIU and CMSC and guidance/instruction of additional project director (APD-
PMU);

(iv) Grievances not redressed through this process within/at the project level within
stipulated time period will be referred to the CLC/grievance redress committee
(GRC), which has been set up.?! In its role as a GRC, the CLC will meet whenever
there is an urgent, pending grievance. Other grievances can be discussed during
its regular meetings. Zonal PIU will inform the CLC regarding any grievances
required to be resolved urgently. The GRC will resolve the grievance within 15
days of receiving the complaint. In case of any indigenous peoples impacts in
subprojects, the CLC/GRC must have representation of the affected indigenous
people community, the chief of the tribe or a member of the tribal council as
traditional arbitrator (to ensure that traditional grievance redress systems are
integrated) and an NGO working with indigenous people groups.

56. The multi-tier GRM for the project is outlined below (Figure 16), each tier having time-
bound schedules and with responsible persons identified to address grievances and seek
appropriate persons' advice at each stage, as required. The GRC will continue to function
throughout the project duration.

57. The project GRM, notwithstanding, an aggrieved person shall have access to the
country's legal system at any stage and accessing the country's legal system can run parallel to
accessing the GRM and is not dependent on the negative outcome of the GRM. In case of
grievance related to land acquisition, resettlement and rehabilitation, the affected persons will
have to approach a legal body/court specially proposed under the RFCTLARRA, 2013.22

58. People who are, or may in the future be, adversely affected by the project may submit

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59. Record-keeping. The PIU, Bharatpur town will keep records of grievances received,
including contact details of complainant, date the complaint was received, nature of grievance,
agreed corrective actions and the date these were affected and final outcome. The number of
grievances recorded and resolved, and the outcomes will be displayed/disclosed in the PMU
office, PIU offices, and on the web, as well as reported in monitoring reports submitted to ADB on
a semi-annual basis.

60. Periodic review and documentation of lessons learned. The PMU project officers

(Social and Environment) will periodically review the functioning of the GRM in each town and
record information on the effectiveness of the
prevent and address grievances.

61. Costs. All costs involved in resolving the complaints (meetings, consultations,
communication and reporting/information dissemination) will be borne by the concerned PIU at
town level while costs related to escalated grievances will be met by the PMU. Cost estimates for
grievance redress are included in resettlement cost estimates.

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64. The Street Vendors (Protection of Livelihood and Regulation of Street Vending) Act,
2014. The Street Vendors (Protection of Livelihood and Regulation of Street Vending) Act, 2014
came into force on 5 March 2014 and seeks to protect the livelihoods of street vendors while
regulating street vending. The Act recognizes street vendors of different types including mobile
(moving) vendors, stationary (vending from a particular place), natural markets (spaces where
buyers and sellers traditionally congregate), vendors with temporary built-up structures, hawkers,
peddlers and squatters. It provides for regulation of street vendors, defines the rights and duties
of street vendors and requires definition of designated vending zones, issue of certificates of
vending and identity cards to street vendors, and proposes vending fees and maintenance
charges. Under the Act, each state government is required to define the public purpose for which
a street vendor may be evicted and the manner of relocation, manner of giving notice, and
provides for a dispute resolution mechanism. As per the Act, planning and regulation of street
vending is to be undertaken at town level by the Town Vending Committee. The Act also provides
for social audit of the activities of the Town Vending Committee.

65. The Rajasthan Street Vendors (Protection of Livelihood and Regulation of Street
Vending) Rules, 2016. In exercise of power conferred to state under Section 36 of the central
act, the state government has framed rules for implementation of the Act in the state. The State
rules outlines the following:

(@ The State Government shall constitute a Town Vending Committee (TVC) for every
local authority [Section 3 (1)]. In the election for representative of street vendors if
due representation of the Scheduled Castes, the Scheduled Tribes, Other
Backward Classes, minorities and persons with disabilities is not found, the State
Government shall nominate one additional member from amongst such categories
in the Town Vending Committee [ Section 3 (6)].

(i) Every street vendor, identified under the survey carried out under sub-section (1)
of Section 3 of the Act. who has completed the age of eighteen years may be
issued a certificate of vending by the Town Vending Committee. [Section 8 (1)]

(iii) The Town Vending Committee at its office shall maintain all necessary records as
are required to be maintained by it under the Act and these rules and also a soft
copy duly updated into its computer system. All records relating to allotment of
space to street vendors shall be preserved at least for five years and beyond that
till the period of currency of their licenses and for such further period in cases where
any litigation with regard to any place is pending. All records including maps, road
plans showing existing site of street vending shall be a permanent record of Town
Vending Committee. (Section 7)

(iv) The Town Vending Committee shall take final decision about vending zones along
with their holding capacity as worked out by the local authority. TVC shall be
responsible for issuing, withholding, suspending and cancelling of the vending
certificate. [Section 14 (1)]

(v) The State Government shall constitute a Grievance Redressal and Dispute
Resolution Committee at each divisional headquarters. (Section 15)

(vi) Any street vendor having grievance for any matter under the Act, except those
matters as are specified in Section 11 of the Act, may file an application in writing.
(Section 16).

(iv) full information and close consultations with affected persons including
consultation with affected persons on compensation, disclosure of resettlement
information to affected persons, and participation of affected persons in planning
and implementing subprojects will be ensured;

(V) vulnerable groups will be provided special assistance; beneficial impacts to
indigenous peoples will be ensured through special measures identified in the
IPP/RIPP, if any.

(vi) payment of compensation to affected persons including non-titleholders (e.qg.,
informal dwellers/squatters, and encroachers) for acquired assets at replacement
rates;

(vi)  payment of compensation and resettlement assistance prior to the contractor
taking physical acquisition of the land and prior to the commencement of any
construction activities;

(viii)  provision of income restoration and rehabilitation; and

(ix) establishment of appropriate grievance redress mechanisms.

VII. ENTITLEMENTS, ASSISTANCE AND BENEFITS
A. Types of Losses and Affected Person (AP) Category

68. The anticipated types of losses due to the proposed subproject components under
RSTDSP comprise (i) loss of residential cum commercial structures; (ii) loss of commercial
structures; (iii) loss of livelihood; (iv) temporary income loss to kiosk owners and vendors; and (v)
impacts to vulnerable persons ( amongst the affected persons).

69. According to ADB SPS, 2009 in the context of involuntary resettlement vis-a-vis economic
impacts, the affected persons (APs) are those who are physically and economically displaced
(loss of productive land, structures, assets, access to assets, income sources, or means of
livelihood). The absence of formal and legal title to the land does not bar the affected person from
receipt of compensation and resettlement assistance from the project. Vulnerable affected
persons are eligible for additional compensation and assistance and are to be accorded priority
in employment in project related construction activities.
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B. Entitlements

70. As per agreed resettlement framework for the project, all the DPs/APs who losses their
residential and commercial structures will be provided compensation.? In addition to that all the
kiosks owners, vendors will also be eligible for temporary loss of livelihood. The maximum
estimated duration of disruption is to be 3 months. All affected persons will be compensated for
the time lags (7% annual inflation in survey income is provided) between payment of
compensation and the time of survey, shifting assistance (lump sum 1500) will be paid to all the
affected persons irrespective of their business type. The identified vulnerable persons will be
eligible for special assistance amounting to 9,000 as one- time assistance under temporary
impacts for livelihood restoration.

71. All affected persons who are identified in the subproject areas on the cut-off date?® will be

entitled to compensation for their loss, and rehabilitation measures (as outlined in the entitlement

matrix below) sufficient to assist them to improve or at least maintain their pre-project living

standards, income-earning capacity and production levels. Affected persons who settle in the

affected areas after the cut-off date i.e., 18" January 2023 (for this subproject only) will not be
eligible for compens ati on and assistance. Af fected persons
notice to ensure no or minimal disruption in livelihood. If required, they will also be assisted to

shift to alternate locations. Ensuring there is no income or access loss during subproject
construction is the responsibility of PIU and Nagar Nigam.

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72. If construction activities result into unavoidable livelihood disruption, compensation for loss
of income or a transitional allowance for the period of disruption, whichever is greater, will be
provided. Vulnerable affected persons will be given priority in project construction employment
and will be provided with additional special assistance for income restoration support.
Compensation and assistance to affected persons must be made prior to possession of
land/assets and prior to the award of civil works contracts. Since most affected households have
moveable stalls, ID cards should be distributed 30 days before compensation. In summary,
temporarily affected persons will be provided with:

C. Income Restoration and Relocation.

73. As per the resettlement framework document prepared for RSTDSP, it is mentioned that
income restoration schemes will be designed in consultation with affected persons (refer para 76
of resettlement framework for RSTDSP). To understand the income restoration and relocation
assistance, consultations were undertaken with the affected households. Consultations revealed
that the households wish to continue their traditional occupation (especially the blacksmith
families) with the cash assistance they will receive as compensation. To understand the relocation
options, the affected persons were consulted during the census survey, they showed a clear
preference for cash compensation and self-relocation of the impacted structures. All the
permanently affected households will receive 50,000 as shiftinga |l | owance and -
time resettlement allowance; apart from these they are eligible to receive transition allowance,
subsistence allowance for one year, and vulnerability assistance.

VIII. RESETTLEMENT BUDGET AND FINANCING PLAN

74. The resettlement budget for conservation and development of heritage sites of Bharatpur
town subproject components includes resettlement assistance, as outlined in the entitlement
matrix and contingency provision amounting to 20% of the total cost. It presented in Table 20.
CAPPC will be involved in facilitating the disbursement process and will facilitate opening bank of
accounts for the affected persons who do not have bank accounts. The total resettlement cost for
t he subprid46d8i(Rupess 4.146 million).

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75. The Superintending Engineer/Executive Engineer of the concerned PIU will make the
payments directly in favour of the affected persons through electronic clearance service/National
Electronic Fund Transfer (ECS/NEFT) transaction from bank, through concerned Treasury of the
state administration.

IX. INSTITUTIONAL ARRANGEMENTS AND IMPLEMENTATION SCHEDULE

A. Institutional Arrangements

76. The implementation arrangements include Local Self Government Department (LSGD),
Government of Rajasthan will be the executing agency of the project. The department will be
responsi ble for overall strategic gui dance and
covenants. RUDSICO is the implementing agency for the RSTDSP, responsible for technical
supervision and project implementation. The RUDSICO Board under the Chairmanship of the
Minister for Urban Development, and members comprising of the Chief Secretary, Secretaries of
LSGD, Finance, Planning, PWD, PHED and the project director, RUIDP as member secretary. It
shall have full powers to decide on matters related to RSTDSP. The Board will take needful policy
decisions, provide administrative and financial approvals, expedite clearances of project matters,
ensure inter-departmental coordination and provide guidance to the PMU. As per GO dated 21
Feb 2018, all powers and responsibilities of earlier state level empowered committee (SLEC,
under RUIDP Phase IIl) have now been transferred to RUDSICO Board.

77. RUDSICO already established a state-level PMU, headed by dedicated project director,
and housed in EAP division of RUDSICO. For the purpose of project implementation, two zonal
PIUs, at Jaipur and Jodhpur, headed by ACE has been established. At field level, town-level PIUs
will be established for project implementation on ground.

B. Safeguard Implementation Arrangement

78. Project Management Unit. RUDSICO already establish a state-level PMU, headed by
dedicated project director, and housed in EAP division of RUDSICO. For the purpose of project
implementation, 2 zonal PIUs, at Jaipur and Jodhpur, headed by ACE has been established. At
PMU, there are 2 dedicated project officers: (i) project officer (Environment); and (ii) project officer
(Social and Gender), who is responsible for compliance with the environmental, social safeguards
and gender in project implementation. Project officer (social and gender) have an overall
responsibility in implementation of the RSTDSP as per the social safeguards frameworks
(resettlement framework and indigenous people planning framework [IPPF]) and gender equality
and social inclusion (GESI) Action Plan agreed between ADB and the government, including
appropriate monitoring and reporting responsibilities. Project Officer (Social and Gender) at the
PMU is supported by the SSS and the gender specialist of PMCBC. Key safeguard and gender
mainstreaming related tasks and responsibilities at the PMU level are as follows:

Consolidate monthly social safeguard and gender monitoring reports from PlUs
and the CMSCs and submit semi-annual social safeguard monitoring reports to
ADB;

Ensure timely disclosure of final resettlement plans, RIPPs and DDRs in locations
and form accessible to the public and affected persons;

Address any grievances brought about through the grievance redress mechanism
promptly;

Oversee the assessment of training needs of affected persons and vulnerable
persons by PIUs and/or PMCBC, coordinate training activities and convergence
with the livelihood programs of the government;

Ensure effective implementation of GRM at all levels;

Coordinate database management for social safeguards implementation and
monitoring;

Coordinate public awareness campaigns by the PIUs including resettlement
provisions with the help of print and electronic media; and

Serve as Gender Focal Point at PMU, which would involve overseeing - with the
support of PMCBC, the implementation, monitoring and reporting on the GESI
action plan.

The PMU is being supported by three institutional consultants under the supervision and
control of project director, PMU: (i) the PMCBC is supporting the PMU; (ii) 2 CMSC are supporting
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the two zonal PIUs and town-level PIUs; and (iii) community awareness and public participation
(CAPP) Consultants, will support the zonal PIUs and town-level PlUs.

81. Zonal Project implementation units. There are 2 zonal level PIUs at Jaipur and Jodhpur.
Under each zonal PIU, there are city/town level PIUs, for ease of day-to-day monitoring and
management at local level. The Additional Chief Engineer at each Zonal PIU is serving as the
Nodal Officer, Safeguards and Gender. Each Zonal PIU have a staffed with an assistant
safeguards officer (ASO Environmental and Social Safeguards) who assisting PMU project officer
(environment/social) in implementation of the environmental/social safeguards and GESI Action
Plan in PIUs under its jurisdiction. Zonal PIUs undertaking internal monitoring and supervision
and record observations throughout the project period to ensure that the safeguards and
mitigation measures are provided as intended.

82. The zonal level ASO is oversee safeguards implementation by the city/town level PIUs,
coordinate public consultations, information disclosure, regulatory clearances and approvals,
implementation of resettlement plans, RIPPs, EMP implementation, and grievance redressal.

83. The Zonal PIUs will oversee and support social safeguards and gender equality and social
inclusion action plan implementation by the PIUs at town/city level, through the following key
tasks:

(@ fill up involuntary resettlement and indigenous people impact checklist and classify
the project;

(i) supervise CMSC to coordinate with PIUs and safeguards field staff for conduct
census and socio-economic surveys, detailed measurement surveys, and
verification surveys of affected persons, conduct consultations with affected
persons, finalize the list of affected persons, prepare and/or update the
resettlement plan, RIPP and DDR, with the assistance of CMSC and submit to
PMU for review and approval and submission to ADB;

(iii) supervise PIUs to inform affected persons about (a) the project cut-off date; (b)
public notice for the schedule of land acquisition and/or occupation; (c) entitlement
matrix; and (d) compensation packages against different categories of loss and a
tentative schedule of land clearing and/or acquisition for the start of civil works
activities;

(iv) coordinate valuation of assets, such as land and trees of various species. Finalize
compensation packages based on proper due diligence and assessment;

(V) facilitate land acquisition and compensation processes in consultation with the
district administration; coordinate, supervise, and monitor the disbursement of
compensation;

(vi) Support PIUs to obtain no objection certificates, land documents, and third-party
certifications as required for the subproject, in coordination with PIUs;

(vii)  support PMU to include resettlement plans, RIPPs and DDRs in bidding
documents and civil works contracts;

(viii)  guide PIUs to oversee implementation of avoidance and mitigation measures in
the resettlement plans, RIPPs and DDRs by contractors, including compliance with
all government rules and regulations; take necessary action for obtaining ROW,;

(ix) guide and monitor PIUs to oversee resettlement plans, RIPPs and DDR, and
gender equality and social inclusion action plan implementation and maintenance
of data for monitoring by contractors;

x) ensure listing of town wise BPL households;

(xi) assist in conducting needs assessment to list skills relevant to the sector;
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(xif)  assist to identify participants for livelihood and skilling training for women and
members of other vulnerable groups;

(xiii)  ensure that the project maintains sex disaggregated data on staff, consultants,
construction workforce participation, labor and project related trainings;

(xiv)  ensure that gender focal points are nominated in town level PIUs;

(xv)  ensure and monitor the provision in the contract to include the indigenous people
to benefit from the facilities constructed under the project;

(xvi)  to ensure that corrective actions are taken when necessary to ensure compliance
with SPS and loan covenants;

(xvii)  submit monthly social monitoring reports to PIUs and PMU;

(xviii) guide PIUs to conduct continuous public consultation and awareness;

(xix) address any grievances brought about through the grievance redress mechanism
promptly;

(xx)  organize an induction course for the training of contractors, preparing them on
resettlement plans, RIPPs, DDR, and GESI action plan implementation, social
safeguard, and gender monitoring requirements related to mitigation measures,
grievance redress mechanism and on taking immediate action to remedy
unexpected adverse impacts or ineffective mitigation measures found during
implementation;

(xxi) liaise with the district administration, and line departments for dovetailing
government's schemes for income generation and development programs for
affected people, as and when required; and

(xxii) assist in the implementation, monitoring, and reporting progress of gender equality
and social inclusion action plan.

84. Town/City Level Project Implementation Unit. The town-level PIUs will be responsible
for the quality of works executed under the project and being guided by the zonal PlUs. The
city/town PIUs will be responsible for implementation of the IEE/resettlement plan/ RIPP/GESI
action plan. The town-level PIUs will be headed by a project manager (executive engineer or
assistant engineer) and will be supported by CMSC field staff. Environment specialist of CMSC
will be assisting PIU in implementation of environmental safeguard. Social and gender specialist
of CMSC will be assisting PIU in implementation of social safeguard and GESI related tasks. At
each PIU, the assistant project manager will have an additional responsibilities of safeguard tasks
and designated as SSO. The SSO will be assisted by the social and gender specialist and
environment Specialist of CMSC in reviewing updated/revised IEEs, conducting surveys for
updating of resettlement plan/due diligence report, public consultation and disclosure,
assessment of entitlement and computation of compensation other than those covered under the
RFCTLARRA, 2013, etc. The SSO, with the support of CMSC Social safeguards and Gender
Specialist and CMSC field support staff, assisting Zonal ASO and PMU project officer (social) in
implementation of the following key tasks. They are responsible for coordination of field level
activities related to safeguards conducted by the DBO contractor and CMSC. Key role and tasks
of town/city level PIU will be:

(1) Provide field data to fill up IR/IP impact checklist and classify the project;

(ii) Conduct census and socio-economic surveys, detailed measurement surveys, and
verification surveys of affected persons, conduct consultations with affected
persons, prepare list of affected persons, provide all data required to
prepare/update resettlement plans/DDRs/RIPPs with the assistance of CMSC field
support, and ensure updated information is submitted to zonal PIU for
preparation/updating of documents with CMSC
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(iii) Inform affected persons about tentative schedule of land acquisition/occupation,
entittement matrix and compensation packages against different categories of
loss, and cut-off date;

(iv) Coordinate valuation of assets, such as land, trees of various species, etc. Based
on proper due diligence and assessment, prepare compensation packages;

(V) Coordinate, supervise and monitor disbursement of compensation;

(vi) Obtain no objection certificates (NOCs), land documents, third party certifications
as required for the subproject;

(vii)  Support Zonal PIUs to prepare/update resettlement plans/RIPPs /DDRs;

(viii)  Oversee day-to-day implementation of impact avoidance and mitigation measures
in resettlement plans/DDRs/RIPPs and EMP by contractors, including compliance
with all government rules and regulations particularly health and safety, take
necessary action for obtaining ROW;

(ix) Oversee maintenance of data for monitoring, by consultants and contractors;

(x) Implement corrective actions when necessary to ensure no adverse social
impacts;

(xi) Submit monthly social monitoring reports to zonal PIU;

(xii)  Conduct continuous public consultation and awareness;

(xiiiy  Set up GRM at field/site/PIU level and ensure it is fully functional. Address any
grievances brought about through the grievance redress mechanism in a timely
manner;

(xiv)  Ensure that induction course for the training of contractors is conducted regularly.

(xviii) Provide field level information required to prepare periodic safeguard monitoring
reports in a format acceptable to ADB and quarterly GESI action plan updates in
the format provided in PAM,;

(xix)  Ensure relevant data on implementation of GESI action plan is collected and a
gender-sensitive communication strategy and information, education and
communication (IEC) materials are designed, illustrating key social and
behavioural messages related to hygiene, sanitation, and health jointly with the
communication specialist and in accordance with the GESI action plan; and

(xx)  Extend support in carrying out awareness campaigns in project towns.

85. Contractor. The contractor will appoint an environment, health and safety (EHS) engineer
who is responsible on a day-to-day basis for (i) ensuring implementation of EMP, (ii) coordinating
with the town-level PIUs and environment specialists of project consultant teams; (iii) community
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liaison,*? consultations with interested/affected people, (iv) field-level grievance redress; and (iv)
reporting.

86. After approval of resettlement plan (RP) and IEE, a copy of the EMP or approved SEMP
will be kept on-site during the construction period at all times. Non-compliance with, or any
deviation from, the conditions set out in the EMP or SEMP constitutes a failure in compliance and
will require corrective actions. The EARF and the IEEs specify responsibilities in EMP
implementation during design, construction and operation and maintenance (O&M) phases.

87. The contractor will have a dedicated social outreach team (SOT) and designated social
supervisor, who hold a Masterods degree in

88. Civil works contracts: The resettlement plans /IPPs are to be included in bidding and
contract documents and verified by the PIUs and PMU. All contractors will be required to
designate an Environment, Health and Safety (EHS) supervisor to ensure implementation of
EMP/resettlement plan social safeguard provisions in the agreed resettlement framework for the
Project during civil works and O&M, who will also have the responsibility for communication with
the public under the guidance of PMU/PIUs and grievance registration. Contractors are to carry
out all mitigation and monitoring measures outlined in their contract.

89. The PMU and PIUs will ensure that bidding and contract documents include specific
provisions requiring contractors to comply with: (i) all applicable labor laws and core labor
standards on (@) prohibition of child labor as defined in national legislation for construction and
maintenance activities; (b) equal pay for equal work of equal value regardless of gender, ethnicity,
or caste; and (c) elimination of forced labor; and with (ii) the requirement to disseminate
information on sexually transmitted diseases, including HIV/AIDS, to employees and local
communities surrounding the project sites.

D. Implementation Schedule

93. The project will be implemented over a period of 3 years. The resettlement plan
implementation schedule will vary from subproject to subproject. In general, the project
implementation will consist of the three major phases, namely project preparation, land acquisition
(if required), and rehabilitation of affected persons. The implementation of the resettlement plan
will include: (i) identification of cut-off date and notification, (ii) verification of losses and extent of
impacts, (iii) finalization of entitlements and distribution of identity cards, (iv) consultations with
affected persons (APs) on their needs and priorities, and (v) resettlement, provision of
compensation and assistance, and restoration for affected persons (APs). The PMU and zonal
PIU will ensure that no economic displacement of affected persons will occur until: (i)
compensation at full replacement cost has been paid to each displaced person for project
components or sections that are ready to be constructed; (ii) other entitlements listed in the
resettlement plan are provided to the affected persons.

(iii) Formal and informal consultations will be carried out, including but not limited to
focus group discussions (FGDs), public meetings, community discussions, and in-
depth and key informant interviews through the implementation of the project and
the same will be reported to ADB through the semi-annual social monitoring
reports. In case there is a change to project design or additional scope is proposed
during implementation, ADB will be promptly informed; social safeguards
document will be updated and submitted to ADB for approval.

(iv) Mitigation measures as proposed in this resettlement plan will be taken by the
contractor and robust monitoring plan will put in place by the PIU and PMU to
ensure its compliance.
